Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ: 
 

I want to take this opportunity to officially close our relationship as Pastoral Candidate and Church and to 
personally thank you as a Committee and as a Church Board for the unanimous support you extended to me 
throughout the entire process.  I could not have asked for any more from any of you. 
 

You have worked very diligently over the past 18 months to honor the trust that was placed in you as a Search 
Committee.  You shared with me over the weeks and months I worked with you through this process 
your vision for Ben Salem Church.  It was a vision based upon strength of leadership, both lay and ordained.  It 
embodied the best of your traditions while also eagerly embracing the future.  It was rooted in a strong belief in 
the power of the Holy Spirit to inspire and equip.  It was a beautiful and powerful vision and certainly one that 
was worthy of all the energy you dedicated to it. 
 

I deeply grieve the loss of my part of that vision.  It feels like a stillbirth to me – that something we both cherished 
and worked diligently to bring to birth has been lost, and we have been deprived of something that we fully 
expected to be wonderful.  And I want you to know that the more I got to know you, especially over the last few 
weeks, the more I came to value and desire our ongoing relationship.  Your children are a treasure and they 
reminded me that there are still children who are filled with wonder, respect and hope and who are being 
cultivated in the ways of a loving God and a vibrant faith community.  Your church leadership is strong as well as 
visionary but also firmly rooted in the practicality of our Pennsylvania Dutch tradition.  I see diversity in your 
congregation but a common purpose.  But most importantly, I perceive a deep love of God albeit expressed in 
many ways.  All of these positive attributes make our parting that much more painful. 
 

However, we live in times of cultural and societal upheaval when so many of us are polarized and distrustful of 
one another.  I need not remind you of the evidence of this reality which intrudes upon each of our lives in so 
many ways every day.  In such times it is often sufficiently stressful as to cause some of us to retreat in fear to 
places in which we have found comfort in the past.  I believe that it was fear that resulted in the opposition to my 
ministry based solely on my gender.  I regret that some, for the many positive qualities I have been told that they 
have evidenced throughout their lives in your faith community, appeared unable to overcome their deep fear of 
and mistrust of women in ministry.  I have fought that personal demon in the past, and it no longer has the power 
to overcome me.  I especially thank the women among you who reminded me of that, and affirmed my strength 
following the vote on Sunday morning.  They are correct – I will be fine and I will continue until my pastoral 
search is successfully concluded.  Their wisdom is also one of your church’s priceless treasures. 
 

I want to leave you with some thoughts however that I hope will be a blessing to you in receiving them.  To the 
members of the Search Committee I want to say that 85% of your membership affirmed your choice of pastoral 
candidates and believed that you have fulfilled your charge.  That in itself is no small accomplishment.  I want 
you to remember that the majority, and a very large majority at that, had confidence in you and your vision for the 
church.  I fully believe that your vision is achievable and a vision that will be owned by the good people of Ben 
Salem someday.  The only problem with being leaders with a clear vision is that sometimes not everyone can 
catch up to the vision and embrace it as readily as the leadership is able.  And in such cases, we can sometimes 
be perceived as the enemy instead of recognized as a “scout”  for our own community. The Apostle Paul tells us 



that we must pay particular attention to the weakest among us, always working diligently to recognize their fears 
and vulnerabilities and to deal with them compassionately.  The vision that you carry in your hearts was placed 
there by a loving, vibrant, and challenging God.  Do not let it die within your hearts but rather begin to inculcate it 
into the hearts of those who are prisoners of fear.  And do not be embarrassed for the Ben Salem Church 
because of what has transpired.  Hold your heads high so that you can continue to see beyond the clouds of 
doubt.  Your vision is precious to God and constantly nurtured by God.  Continue to embrace it.   
 

To the Church Board I want to express my appreciation for your support and leadership through a most difficult 
period.  You appeared to draw healthy boundaries when clearly inappropriate activities were taking place.  You 
did not fan the flames of conflict, but neither did you turn away from the conflict.  Healthy lay leadership which is 
strong, has clearly defined policies and procedures to which they adhere, and compassionately but firmly 
governs a faith community is a priceless treasure which any seasoned pastor will tell you.  You are those 
leaders.  You have the necessary talents, wisdom, experience and vision to successfully lead Ben Salem Church 
through the difficult days ahead that will be a part of your healing process.  Remember who it is that has called 
you to a leadership capacity and to whom your ultimate allegiance belongs.  You will not be abandoned but 
empowered by a loving God who continues to rely upon you to be the embodiment of God’s love and care within 
your faith community.  Your roots in the community go back to 1797!  That’s ample evidence that God is with 
you! 
 

In closing, I have included a copy of a poem that was written by one of the children for whom I served as  
therapist.  This child was born to an addicted mother, given over for adoption, only to have his adoptive mother 
completely disabled by a stroke when he was just seven years old.  He is now being raised by his single adoptive 
father who has worked three jobs to support his family.  This child has know adversity in far greater measure 
than anything we experienced through this process.  Yet he still proclaims a hope which is indomitable.  He is 

one of my heroes. 
 

Trust that your pastor is out there and will be coming to you in God’s good time.  Use this experience as an 
opportunity to address vulnerabilities and to heal one another.  And know that I will always carry you tenderly in 
my heart as I hope you will remember me with fondness and Christian love.
