Dear Friends in Christ: 
 

Greetings in the Name of Jesus our Savior! 
 

I am writing this letter near the end of August and I am excited.  Over the last week or so I have noticed that 
the leaves of the sumac and the butternut trees are turning red and yellow; for me that is a clear sign that  
Autumn is coming and that soon the lazy, hazy, and hot days of summer will be gone.  The passing of 
Summer and the onset of Fall is something I look forward to yearly as one might anticipate a special meal 
out at a fine restaurant to celebrate a special occasion.  Autumn, in my humble perception, is a delicious 
time of the year – the glorious display of nature’s pallet, the cool, dry air and the pungent odor of this year’s 
supply of leaves beginning to decay, fueling the cycle of life itself all add up to a marvelous symphony of life 
experiences. 
 

In the life of the church Autumn is likewise an exciting time: teachers and children rally for another year of 
learning God’s Word; choirs return to embellish our worship with added measures of praise; and church 
leadership begins to lay the groundwork for another year of life and mission in the Name of the One who 
has saved us all.  As we enter the church’s traditional season of STEWARDSHIP education, renewal, and 
practice, I ask you all to ponder and pray more earnestly over these familiar words of Jesus from Luke 
12:34, “Where your treasure is, there also is your heart.”  The words are not new for us, but they may 
inspire challenge and growth in us as we consider them anew. 
 

Throughout the next two months, I urge you to question deep inside yourself, ―Where is my treasure??‖, 
for when you find your real treasure, then you find your heart.  Many years ago I learned about true 
treasure from my son, Josh.  For his fifth birthday he received his first wallet, of which he was quite proud.  
And he was even more pleased because he had money to keep in the wallet from his birthday – a one-
dollar bill and a five-dollar bill.  During church the following Sunday morning Josh was seated beside Pam 
as the offering plate was passed through the pew.  As it came to Josh he enthusiastically reached in his 
pocket, pulled out his wallet, and as Pam watched almost speechless, he plucked the five-dollar bill from his 
wallet and plunked it down in the offering plate.  Seconds later Pam, thinking he mistakenly gave the five 
instead of the dollar bill, whispered to him, ―Josh, do you have any idea what you’ve just done?‖  Turning to 
her he responded very confidently, quite boldly, ―Yeah…I just gave God a five!‖ 
 

For years I couldn’t tell that story without some tears rolling down my cheeks.  Doesn’t the Bible tell us ―a 
little child shall lead them‖?  Only an innocent and unquestioning faithful child could teach us so profoundly 
about where our genuine treasure in life really can be found – found in believing without reservation, found 
in giving completely, found in sacrificing all and trusting fully.  On that Sunday morning many years ago my 
young son gave away 83.33% of his total financial assets and received incredible joy from the doing of it; he 
found his treasure.  Can you remember the last time you’ve given like that and experienced that kind of joy?  
The Bible says that God loves a cheerful giver.  That’s what Jesus was talking about when he pointed out 
that our hearts abide alongside our treasures. 
 

May this season of stewardship be a time of spiritual renewal and discovery for you.  My prayer for each of 
you is that you find your treasure and thereby, your heart; for in that discovery you will find strength and joy, 
and the ministry of Christ’s Church will be empowered by measures of adamant faithfulness and cheerful 
generosity, the likes of which some of you have never experienced.  It’s all buried out there, like some 
treasure, waiting for you to find it.  God bless you in your seeking!
